But there are barriers that prevent them to acquire these tools, being the language the main one. Parents want to learn, but they are limited because they have other children to take care of. So childcare became a need. We also talk a lot about good customer service all the time, but we don’t realize who our clients are. This is something I would like to insist.  A parent needs to feel welcomed to participate. We need to smile, we need to anticipate needs, as in any other business, we need to care about our clients. We need to pay attention to them and try to help to solve the problem, not to make more problems for them. And sometimes all the regulations that we have, may seem simple to us, but they are difficult for  people that are not in the system. Let’s try to solve any situation, let’s be willing to collaborate among ourselves in benefit of our parents. I hear a lot of “I don’t know” that may be interpreted “That’s your problem. I don’t care”. We have to very sensitive with the message we sent and how it can be interpreted, even in our own language. Body language is very important. And all this relates not only to the family engagement people, but to all the staff.

When we began working in the project, the first thing to do was an inventory of the barriers that did not allow parents to come to school and the main one was: CHILD CARE for the little ones. Since then, in any activity we provide child care services and in this way parents are able to participate with their middle schoolers, knowing that the little ones are safe.

Another barrier is the low literacy and the language. In our center we provide ESOL classes, GED preparation classes, computer classes, citizenship classes and preparation for the naturalization test and parenting classes. This class here is the ESOL class and the students are working in their verbs. We use the background and experience that they bring in order to scaffold their learning. We always have in mind that we are not dealing with children and that adults learn in a different way. We also need to consider their literacy level in their own language, so they can transfer what they already know in their own language. If there’s something they don’t know in their own language, it makes more difficult the learning process. That’s why we encourage them to keep reading in their  own language too.
