July 16—Day 1  ( $25.00) 
Hospitality and Tourism Pathway—Teaching ServSafe—Jan Tamson (part 1), Presenter/Trainer, Campus High Culinary Teacher
Learn how Jan teaches ServSafe within her Culinary Essentials course and actually sit for the certification at the conclusion of the day. Cost of the certification is included. Equipment list and resources will also be shared as well as a tour of her culinary lab with the comments related to replicating it within your traditional FCS classroom. (NOTE: KRHA will provide a testing site for those who need to recertify your ServSafe Managers credential. Indicate interest on the registration form for more details.)

OPTION 1: ($25.00) Restaurant and Event Management Pathway—Jan Tamson (part 2)
Jan will be walking you through the teaching of Culinary Arts 1 through her tried and true syllabus and organization of skill practice and food labs.  Basic culinary industry skills will be practiced as you will become the students to experience instruction from their point of view. 
OR
OPTION 2: ($40.00) Mental Health First Aide-Youth (MHFA-Y) Training—COMCARE of Wichita
This MHFA-Y training is designed to teach those who have regular interaction with adolescents (12-18 yrs) how to help a youth experiencing a mental health or addictions challenge or who is in crisis. This training ends with a certification indicating knowledge and understanding of a recognized 5-step action plan to get youth the help they need. Topics include anxiety, depression, substance use, disruptive behaviors and eating disorders.  This course includes a book which will be a great resource for reference after the training and can be helpful not just as a FCS teacher, but also as material that could be embedded within the FCCS pathway. Both middle and high school FCS teachers are encouraged to attend. A discussion related to how this connects to social emotional learning and school accreditation will be included. July 18th—Day 3 ($25.00) 
Family and Consumer Sciences Program Review & Human Services Pathways Update—Gayla Randel
This morning will include an open forum about what FCS education looks like in KS.  This discussion will look at current happenings, Kansas CAN initiatives, Social Emotional Learning and how FCS can provide support for your school accreditation.  State level FCS projects and partnerships will be summarized to bring attention to the great work you are doing.   This session will be resource heavy including a look at our new Kansas FCS Education Live Binder! Both middle and high school FCS are encouraged to attend. 
From 11:00-2:00, the group will travel to Hesston, KS to tour the Intergenerational Center for lunch and tour. This institution has embraced the benefits of housing child care with senior citizens which aligns to Kansas FCS lifespan development focus.  
The day will end with detailed review of the FCCS and Early Childhood pathways, including certifications and assessments and best practice discussions. 
July 19th—Day 4 (Two options, pick one)   (Both middle and high school FCS may attend either.)
OPTION 1: ($25.00) Fashion, Apparel and Interior Design Pathway Training—Gayla Randel, KSDE Consultant and Pam Babb, FCS Teacher and FAID Credential Lead
This full day session will center upon the F.A.I.D. pathway initiative.  This deep dive will break down the pathway courses into expectations of skill development, needs of the KC area for trained employees and linkages to credentials, articulated agreements and end of pathway assessment. In the afternoon, Pam will walk you through the industry-aligned skill set documentation (ISSD) workbook which is being developed as part of a new credentialing system with the Kansas-based fashion industry. Equipment will be discussed and resources shared. A copy of the ISSD workbook will be provided via flash drive. 
OR
OPTION 2: ($25.00) Developing Life Literacy Middle Level Training—Deb Evans, FCS Teacher, Fredonia Middle
This full day session will be a deep dive into the Kansas developed middle level FCS teaching resource “Developing Life Literacy”.  A review of a quality middle level FCS program will be discussed as well as the role FCS can have to address foundational social emotional skill education to your schools. This is very hands on and will include a flash drive with over 80 lessons ready to implement into your classroom today. 
July 20th—Day 5 ($25.00)—Safe Dates Training--Monique Litherland, FCS Teacher & Safe Dates Trainer, Royal Valley High School (Both middle and high school FCS are encouraged to attend.)
This full day training is sponsored through grant funding by Jana’s Campaign to offer training in relationship education.  Safe Dates addresses dating violence prevention and is easily embedded within the Family Studies and/or Human Growth and Development courses you currently teach.
